Mount A student receives Killam
Fellowship to study at Harvard

Margaret Leighton, a third-year
economics student at Mount Allison
University, will be heading south of
the border in September.

The Saskatoon resident has
received a prestigious Killam
Fellowship and will be studying at
Harvard College over the academic

“I'm really honoured and excited
to receive this fellowship and have the
opportunity to spend a year at
Harvard,” Leighton said. “I'm spend-
ing the summer at Mount A doing
research in the geography department
at the Mount Allison
Dendrochronology Lab (the MAD Lab)
and will be heading out in September.”

Before embarking on the presti-
gious Killam Fellowship exchange,
Leighton has secured a research
grant to work with the MAD Lab this
summer and will be using tree-ring
analysis to study some old Acadian
buildings in  northern New

Brunswick.
“I'm really pumped about my
T h, and being involved with all

the exciting projects under way at the
lab,” she said. “With two faculty mem-
bers and five students, there is an
incredible amount going on here.

“Last year was the 400th anniver-
sary of Acadian settlement in the
Maritimes, and this year marks 250
years since the Deportation, so this is
a significant time to be taking a clos-
er look at Acadian history.

Leighton's project will involve
analyzing wood samples from historic
Acadian houses to determine the year
when the buildings were constructed.

“The combination of science and
humanities in the project especially
interests me, as they work together
towards a better understanding of the
world around us.”
